Abstract: This article analyzes the practice of using physical force, special
means, and firearms by internal affairs officers through the prism of subjects and
objects. Based on the experience of developed foreign countries such as the USA, the
UK, Germany, and South Korea, as well as global statistical data, the legal criteria for
the use of force are examined. The author has developed scientifically grounded
proposals for classifying the subjects applying coercive measures (general and special)
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and the objects of their impact according to physical-material and socio-demographic
characteristics. The findings of the research will serve to improve national legislation
and ensure the principle of proportionality in the activities of internal affairs bodies.
